PRODUCT(S):
Emmpak Foods Frozen “Hamburger Patties 100% Pure Beef” and “Steak ‘n’ Shake Beef Steakburger (Chopped and Formed)”
CODES:
Products are labeled with “ EST.  924A” inside the USDA mark of inspection.  Products were distributed for retail and wholesale as follows:     

Retail: Produced on October 20, 2000.  Cases are marked as “Hamburger Patties 100% Pure Beef,” with case code starting with “2940” and packaged in 10-pound cases.

Wholesale:  Produced on February 8, 2001.  Shipping cases are marked as “Steak’ n ’Shake” brand “Beef Steakburger (Chopped and Formed),” with a date code starting with “PACKED ON W 02-08-01,” and packaged in 16-pound cases.

MANUFACTURER:  Emmpak Foods, Inc., 4700 N 132nd Street, Butler, WI  53007

DISTRIBUTION:
Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Mississippi, New York, New Mexico, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, and Wisconsin. 

QUANTITY:
approximately 254,000 pounds.

REASON:
The products may be contaminated with E. coli O157:H7.

ADD’L INFO:
In response to an illness investigation, FSIS collected a sample on May 1, 2001, that showed positive results for E. coli O157:H7. FSIS is continuing the investigation, although at the present time there is no direct link between the recalled products and the illness. At this time, the manufacturer has not responded to requests for information on the distribution of these products in New Mexico.  When a list of distributors becomes available, that information will be forwarded to assist surveillance for the recalled products.  

NMED ACTION:
Be alert to these recalled products during routine activities.  When more information on the distributors in NM, telephone calls and/or on-site checks of retail stores, restaurants and institutions are advised.  Respond to consumer questions; advise return of product to the point of purchase.
