Maggiore Leaves New Mexico

    (Santa Fe, NM) – Today, Governor Gary E. Johnson appointed Mr. John R. D’Antonio, Jr. as the new Cabinet Secretary for the New Mexico Environment Department.  D’Antonio will become the Environment Secretary on August 19, immediately following the departure of Peter Maggiore.  

D’Antonio is a registered professional engineer in New Mexico and Colorado and has

experience in hydraulic design, acequia rehabilitation, water resource management and water policy development.  

D’Antonio has served on the Governor’s Blue Ribbon Task Force on Water since 1998, and comes to the Environment Department from the Office of the State Engineer where he has been the director of the Water Resource Allocation Program.  

“I am pleased to announce Mr. John D’Antonio’s appointment,” said Johnson.  “He brings a wealth of water resource management, conservation and policy development experience to the Department.  I have known John since 1978 and I know he has a great reputation in our state.  My administration is fortunate to have him working on behalf of the state.”

“I am confident in his ability to lead the Department’s charge to protect the health and

well-being of New Mexicans and their environment,” he added.

Maggiore has served as Environment Secretary since his appointment by Governor Johnson on July 27, 1998.  He anticipates spending more time with his wife and three small children, and finding employment in the private sector in Texas. 

“This is a difficult job to give up,” said Maggiore.  “It is the best job I have ever had.  I am extremely proud of our efforts to promote a safe, clean, and productive environment for the past four years,” he added.  

Maggiore’s last day in the office will be August 16.
