(1) The excess emissions were caused by a sudden and not reasonably preventable failure of air pollution
control equipment, process equipment or a process to operate in a normal or usual manner.

(2) The excess emissions did not stem from an activity or event that could have been reasonably foreseen and
avoided or planned for, and could not have been avoided by better operation and maintenance practices.

(3) To the maximum extent practicable, the air pollution control equipment or process equipment was
maintained and operated in a manner consistent with good practice for minimizing emissions; provided,
however, that this provision shall not be construed to automatically require the shutdown of process
equipment to minimize emissions.
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(4) Repairs were made in an expeditious fashion when the operator knew or should have known that an
applicable emission limitation was being exceeded. Off-shift labor and overtime were utilized, to the extent
practicable, to ensure that such repairs were made as expeditiously as practicable.

(5) The amount and duration of the excess emissions (including any bypass) were minimized to the maximum
extent practicable during periods of malfunction; however, this provision shall not be construed to require
the use or installation of additional or redundant pollution control equipment not otherwise required.

(6) Reasonable steps were taken to minimize the impact of the excess emissions on ambient air quality.

(7) Emission monitoring systems capable of producing valid data were kept in operation if at all possible.

(8) The owner or operator's actions in response to the malfunction were documented by properly signed,
contemporaneous operation logs, or other relevant evidence.

(9) The excess emissions were not part of a recurring pattern indicative of inadequate design, operation or
maintenance of the facility.
