Subject: 
Transition Schedule for Owners/Operators of GCP-2 permits (Quarrying, Crushing and Screening Facilities)  and /or  GCP-3 permits (Hot Mix Asphalt Plants) 
On September 12, 2006, the New Mexico Air Quality Bureau (AQB) issued revisions to the following general construction permits:

· GCP-2 (revision 3) permit for quarrying, crushing and screening facilities

· GCP-3 (revision 1) permit for hot mix asphalt plants 
Per 20.2.72.220.B NMAC, the Department is required to contact current permit holders and advise them of the revisions to these permits.  Copies of the new GCP-2 (rev 3) and GCP-3 (rev. 1) permits are attached.  There is no fee or public notice requirement associated with this revision. 
The Department is authorizing current permit holders six months, March 12, 2007; to come into full compliance with these revised GCP permits.  Until then, it will be assumed that operators are operating under the old GCP permits, GCP-2 (rev.2) or GCP-3 permits.  On March 12, 2007 all GCP-2 and GCP-3 permit holders are required to operate under the provisions of these revised permits.  
If a facility wishes to operate under the revised GCP permit(s) before March 12, 2007, the Department is requiring permit holders to certify they have read, will comply with, the revised permit(s) and provide the effective date on which the facility will commence operation under the revised permit(s).  The required certification should be sent to Donald Flores, Air Quality Bureau, 2048 Galisteo, Santa Fe, NM 87505.
If a current GCP-2 or GCP-3 holder(s) cannot comply with the provisions of the revised permit(s), and wish instead to operate under a regular permit, a Universal Permit Application must be received and ruled complete by the Department by 3/12/07, and a new permit obtained by 9/12/07.  These facilities must continue to operate under their current GCP-2 (rev.2) permit or their current GCP-3 permit until they receive the regular Part 72 permit.

Synopsis of Major Changes to GCP-2 & GCP-3
Disclaimer:  The purpose of this synopsis is to highlight several major changes in these General Construction Permits.  Permit holders of each of the above referenced permits are required to read the entirety of their new permit.  

Major Changes to the GCP-2
1)
A Facility that meets the definition of a Small Business under 20.2.75.7.F NMAC and meets the production limits in Section II.D.2 of the GCP-2 (rev. 3) is eligible to register as a Small Business under GCP-2 (rev. 3) and is required to maintain production records verifying continued Small Business status.  If the Facility is permitted as a Small Business and no longer qualifies as such, the Facility shall notify the Department within fifteen (15) days per GCP-2 (rev. 3) condition IV.C.1.b.  If the Facility’s Small Business status changes, the next annual fee will change to reflect the new status.
2)
No visible emissions from the Facility shall be observed crossing the perimeter of the Restricted Area for more than a total of five (5) minutes in any two (2) consecutive hours during Facility operation.  

3)
The minimum distance between any emission source of the Facility and perimeter of the Restricted Area shall be ten (10) meters (11 yards).

The daily production for each co-located Facility shall not exceed the following daily production limitations:

Major Changes to the GCP-3

1)
A Facility that meets the definition of a Small Business under 20.2.75.7.F NMAC and meets the production limits in Section II.D.2 of the GCP-3 (rev. 1) is eligible to register as a Small Business under GCP-3 (rev. 1) and is required to maintain production records verifying continued Small Business status.  If the Facility is permitted as a Small Business and no longer qualifies as such, the Facility shall notify the Department within fifteen (15) days per GCP-2 (rev. 3) condition IV.C.1.b.  If the Facility’s Small Business status changes, the next annual fee will change to reflect the new status.
2)
No visible emissions from the Facility shall be observed crossing the perimeter of the Restricted Area for more than a total of five (5) minutes in any two (2) consecutive hours during Facility operation.  

3)
The minimum distance between any emission source of the Facility and perimeter of the Restricted Area shall be ten (10) meters (11 yards).

4)
The daily production for each co-located Facility shall not exceed the following daily production limitations:
