3. Electronic Subscriber Application and Agreement Form.

Returning Registration Users 
If you already submitted an ESAA form and have access to EER or AEIRS (this applies to 
users who only had access to one application or that are changing roles within the 
applications), you must complete the following:

Air Emissions Inventory Reporting System (AEIRS) Submitter:  This person enters data for 
facilities and is authorized by the FA. 
AEIRS Certifier:  This person can certify a submittal and is designated by the FA. AEIRS 
Certifiers are considered the owner, operator, or responsible official as defined by 20.2.70 
NMAC. 
 
Air Quality Bureau Compliance and Reporting (AQBCR) Certifier: This person can submit 
and/or certify any electronic documents in the AQBCR application. For AQBCR Routine 
Reports, the Certifier must be a responsible official when submitting Title V reports (ACCs and 
Semi-Annual reports).  The certifier cannot be a third-party consultant for the facility, except 
when submitting Excess Emissions Reports (EERs).    
This person is designated by the FA. 
 
AQBCR Preparer: This person cannot submit the report to the Bureau.  It must be reviewed, 
certified and submitted by the Certifier. The Preparer can be company’s staff or a third party 
consultant.  The Prepared is approved by the FA.
