UTMV: 3640.0 km   This facility is located 8.9 miles NE of Maljamar, NM in Lea County.  This application file has been assigned an Operating Permit Number P141 R2 and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 667.  
Previously, the plant received an air quality a n permit, if one was required, and is in operation or able to operate.  This facility is a compressor station. The major processes associated with the facility are the compression of natural gas for transportation   purposes.

This operating permit application is for a permit renewal. Per 20.2.70.401.C.(4) NMAC, this permitting action involves  a mandatory  renewal of permit at every 5 years.

The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application.  This review included evaluation of the emission rates and applicable requirements to determine compliance status.

The NMED has made a preliminary determination that this plant will comply with the requirements of New Mexico Administrative Code 20.2.70, 20.2.71and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.  Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality operating permit on or before July 1, 2009.

Written requests for public hearing must state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing.  Comments must be based on the requirements of the applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act.  Comments or hearing requests must be received within 30 days after the public notice is published.
