Preliminary Determination for an Air Quality Permit for 

Superior Well Services, Inc.
Superior Well Services, Inc. (SWS), 1380 Route 286 East, Suite 121, Indiana, PA 15701 has submitted an air quality permit application to the New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) for an air quality permit modification for the SWS - Dexter NM - Acid & Cement Batching Plant.  The application file has been assigned Permit No. 3655-M1 and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 26861.  The facility is located approximately ½ mile southwest of Chisum and is North of Dexter, New Mexico, in Chaves County.  The physical address of the facility is 6667 Old Chisum Trail, Dexter, NM 88230.
The facility receives, blends and transfers dry materials pneumatically to and from transport trucks using a baghouse control device within an otherwise closed-loop system. Hydrochloric acid (HCl) is received, stored and dispensed to trucks for transport. The HCl transfer and storage emissions are controlled to 99.9% control efficiency. No blending of dry and wet materials takes place at the facility.

The facility permit currently allows operation during daylight hours only, 12 hours per day, 7 days per week, and 52 weeks per year, for a total of 4,368 hours per year. With this permit modification, SWS seeks to expand their allowable operation to nighttime hours (in addition to daytime hours) without any increase in the current total allowable hours, i.e. a maximum of 12 hours per day, 7 days per week, 52 weeks per year, for a total of 4,368 hours per year.

SWS also requests that initial compliance testing using the specified EPA Reference Methods on the baghouse be removed from the permit because the test methods can not be conducted on the baghouse due to the design of the baghouse outlet and the intermittent operations of the baghouse which prevents a continuous air flow through the outlet required for the testing. 
Total estimated controlled air pollutant emissions to the atmosphere are 11.0 tons per year (tpy) of Total Suspended Particulate (TSP), 11.0 tpy of Particulate Matter 10 microns in diameter or less (PM10), 11.0 tpy of tons per year of Particulate Matter 2.5 microns in diameter or less (PM2.5), and one (1) pound per year of Hydrochloric Acid (HCl). These emission estimates could change slightly during the course of the Department's review of the application.

The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application.  The previous dispersion modeling analysis indicates that the facility’s existing air emissions comply with the ambient air quality standards for TSP, PM10 and PM2.5. Since the application does not propose changes in TSP, PM10 or PM2.5emission rates, the proposed changes do not require additional ambient air quality impact analyses. 

Based on the applicant’s analysis, a preliminary determination is that this facility will comply with the requirements of Title 20, New Mexico Administrative Code (NMAC), Chapter 2, Parts 3, 72, 73, and 75, and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.  Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality permit on or before April 30, 2009.  This source is a minor source according to 20.2.74 NMAC, Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD). 

To ensure compliance with state and federal air regulations, the permit is expected to include conditions that limit the emissions, hours of operation, and production rate, and conditions that will require record keeping and reporting to the Department.

The permit application is currently available for review at the Air Quality Bureau Office, 1301 Siler Road, Building B, Santa Fe, New Mexico.  The Department contact in Santa Fe is Cember Hardison. A copy of the permit application for public review was mailed to the NMED Roswell District Office, located at 1914 W. 2nd Street, Roswell, NM  88201.
All interested persons have 30 days from the date this notice is published, to notify the Department in writing of their interest in the permit application. The written comments should refer to the company name, site name and Permit No. (or send a copy of this notice along with your comments). The written comments shall state the nature of the issues raised and how it relates to the requirements of applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act. The written comments should be mailed to Cember Hardison, New Mexico Environment Dept., Air Quality Bureau, Permit Section, 1301 Siler Road, Building B, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87507.  Please include your contact information so that you may be notified of the permitting process.
The Department will notify all persons, who have provided written comments within 30 days from this public notice, as to when and where the Department’s analysis may be reviewed.  Although all written comments will be made part of the public record, any person who does not express interest in writing before the end of this first thirty (30) day period will not receive such notification.  

The Department’s analysis will be made available for review for 30 days, before the permit will be issued, at the NMED Santa Fe and the Roswell District office.  Written comments on the analysis or permit application may be submitted to the Department during this second 30 day period or at any time before the permit is issued or denied.
