Air Curtain Incinerators are subject to a reduced set of requirements in 40 CFR 60, Subpart CCCC, DDDD, EEEE, FFFF or 40 CFR 62, Subpart III. Applicability of these regulations is based on the construction date of the unit.  Each of these rules establishes requirements for notification, initial and annual opacity testing, opacity limits during startup and normal operation, and a requirement to obtain a Title V air quality permit. Below is an overview of the requirements of these rules.

Notification Requirement to the Air Quality Bureau:  This Form can be used to meet the notification requirements of each of the Federal Regulations.  By completing this form and submitting to the Department by the regulatory deadline, the operator has fulfilled the notification to construct requirements of the following federal rules:  40 CFR 60, Subpart CCCC, DDDD, EEEE, FFFF and 40 CFR 62, Subpart III.
Prior to Conducting the Initial Test:  You must notify the Bureau at least 30 days prior to conducting the initial compliance test to afford the Bureau the opportunity to have an observer present.
Initial Testing Requirement:  Within 60 days after your air curtain incinerator reaches the charge rate at which it will operate, but no later than 180 days after its initial startup, you must meet the two limitations specified below:

(1) Opacity limitation of 10 percent (6-minute average) after 30 minutes of operation.
(2) Opacity limitation of 35 percent (6-minute average) during the startup period that is within the first 30 minutes of operation.

*Note that the limitations in Paragraph 1 above apply at all times except during malfunctions.

Annual Testing Requirement:  No more than 12 months following the date of your previous test (including initial testing), you must conduct an annual compliance test.  If the air curtain incinerator has been out of operation for more than 12 months following the date of the previous test, you must conduct an opacity test upon the startup of the unit.  
Recordkeeping Requirements:  You must keep records of results of all initial and annual opacity tests in either paper copy or computer-readable format that can be printed upon request for at least 5 years.  You must keep each record on site for at least 2 years and you may keep the records offsite for the remaining three years.

All records should be available for submittal or for an Inspector’s review.

Reporting Requirements:  You must submit the results (each 6 minute average) of the initial opacity tests no later than 60 days following the initial test.  Submit annual opacity test results within 12 months following the previous report.  

Submit initial and annual opacity test rest reports as electronic or paper copy on or before the applicable submittal date.

What is Opacity?  "Opacity" means the degree to which emissions reduce the transmission of light and obscure the view of an object in the background.
How do I Test for Opacity?  

This is the location of the opacity test method.  It is called EPA Reference Method 9 and found at 40 CFR 60, Appendix A
