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GUIDANCE ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 1 HOUR NO2 and SO2 STANDARDS

1.  20.2.74 NMAC Actions – PSD: PSD Major new or Major Modification
All PSD permits must model and show compliance with 1-hour SO2 NAAQS and with 1-hour NO2 NAAQS.
2.  20.2.72 NMAC Actions - Minor NSR: new or significant revision 
a) Any applications received after 1 January 2016 will be ruled incomplete if modeling does not include 1 hr NO2/SO2 results.
b) Any applications received prior to 1 January 2016 that are incomplete on 1 January 2016, will remain incomplete until modeling is updated to include 1 hr NO2/SO2 compliance demonstration.
c) Any applications received prior to 1 January 2016 that have not yet been ruled complete on that date will be ruled incomplete if the 1 hr NO2/SO2 standard has not been modeled.
d) For any applications that are complete and due to be issued after 1 January 2016, the permit will be issued without 1 hr NO2/SO2 modeling.
3.  20.2.72 NMAC Actions - Minor NSR: technical revisions 
a) For any applications received prior to 1 January 2016, the permit will be issued without 1 hr NO2/SO2 modeling.
b) Any applications received after 1 January 2016 may be candidates for 1 hr NO2/SO2 modeling only if the action is an equipment replacement under section 20.2.72.219.B.1(d) NMAC and involves combustion equipment.  At AQB’s request, the applicant will submit such modeling prior to the 30-day deadline for the tech revision.  If the applicant is unable to provide the requested modeling, such technical revision applications will be denied under section 219.B(4)(b) and with the option of using a significant revision process due to the 1 hr NO2/SO2 issue.
4.  20.2.70 NMAC Actions - Title V:
For any Title V applications received after January 1, 2016, compliance shall be based on the following (20.2.70.300.D(10)(a) NMAC):
a) [bookmark: _GoBack]For sources that have permits under 20.2.72 NMAC:
i. 	For first time applications, on modeling submitted with the application for a permit under 20.2.72 NMAC. 
ii. For permit significant modification and renewal applications, on compliance with the relevant terms and conditions of the current operating permit
b) For sources that do not have permits under 20.2.72 NMAC, on modeling of 1 hr NO2/SO2 results.
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
