Southwestern Public Service Co dba Xcel Energy at PO Box 1261; Amarillo, TX 79105 has submitted an air quality operating permit application to the New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) for an air quality operating permit for its Maddox Station.  The owner of this plant is Southwestern Public Service Co dba Xcel Energy at PO Box 1261; Amarillo, TX  70105-1261. The plant is located in Section: 25, Range: 36E, Township: 18S, (UTMZ: 13 , UTMH: 659,000, UTMV: 3,621,000), approximately 8 miles west of Hobbs, NM in Lea County.  This application file has been assigned an Operating Permit Number P008R1M1 and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 588. 
Previously, the plant received an air quality construction permit, if one was required, and is in operation or able to operate.  The main purpose of the plant is to generate electrical power.  The facility is operated by one boiler and two combustion turbines. This operating permit application is for a permit minor modification.
There are no changes in emissions in this permitting action.

The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application.  This review included evaluation of the emission rates and applicable requirements to determine compliance status.

The NMED has made a preliminary determination that this plant will comply with the requirements of New Mexico Administrative Code 20.2.70, 20.2.71, 40 CFR 64 CAM, and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.  Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality operating permit on or before December 10, 2007.

Interested persons may obtain the draft operating permit, submit written comments, or request a public hearing on Operating Permit Number P008R1M1.  Contact the New Mexico Environment Department, Air Quality Bureau, Operating Permit Unit, 2048 Galisteo, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87505.

Written requests for public hearing must state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing.  Comments must be based on the requirements of the applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act.  Comments or hearing requests must be received within 30 days after the public notice is published.
