for Santa Teresa Plant of Foamex, LP
Foamex, LP at 1000 Columbia Ave, Linwood, PA 19061 has submitted an air quality operating permit application to the New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) for an air quality operating permit for its Santa Teresa Plant.  The owner of this plant is Foamex, LP at 1000 Columbia Ave, Linwood, PA  19061.   The plant is located in Section: 24, Range: 02E, Township: 28S, (UTMZ: 13, UTMH: 340.1 km, UTMV: 3526.3 km). This facility is located approximately two miles west of Santa Teresa in Dona Ana County, New Mexico.  This application file has been assigned an Operating Permit Number P149R1 and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 133.  
Previously, the plant received an air quality construction permit, and is in operation. This facility is a flexible polyurethane foam fabrication plant. The foam is manufactured by pumping together, through a mix chamber, several chemical intermediates, including polyols, Toluene Di-isocyanate (2,4-TDI), surfactants, dyes, flame retardant additives, fillers and catalysts. These chemicals are allowed to react in the pourlines to produce bun polymers, which are then stored in the bun storage for curing. An adhesive is used to glue the bun ends to form a continuous loop.  The cured buns are then sliced in the Baumer Loop Slitters and the slices are rolled and go through one of four laminator machines where plastic or fabric is adhered to the sides of the material. The final material is sent in rolls to venders, mainly in the automobile industry.

This operating permit application is for a permit renewal. Per 20.2.70.401.C.(4) NMAC, this permitting action involves incorporating New Source Review permitting actions (0624M4R1, 0624M5, and 0624M5R1) and Title V modification, P149M2. This action corrects operational requirement 40 CFR 63 Subpart III for pourline; monitoring is required for the entire facility.
The emissions, as established in NSR Permit 0624M5R1, and brought forward into this permit are as follows. Parentheses note changes in emissions from previous operating permit action - P149M2; emissions are expressed in tons per year (tpy). Nitrogen Dioxide, 9.0 tpy (-5.4); Carbon Monoxide, 68.2 tpy (+28.9); Volatile Organic Compounds, 70.3 tpy  (-64.5); Sulfur Dioxide, 1.0 tpy; Particulate Matter-total suspended, 30.4 tpy; Particulate Matter-10 microns or less, 30.4 tpy (-0.4); Particulate Matter-2.5 microns or less, 30.4 tpy; Toluene di-isocyanate–TDI, 1.6 tpy (+0.8); Hydrochloric acid–HCl, 34.0 tpy (-80.7); Hydrogen cyanide–HCN, 8.5 tpy (no change); and HAP Fugitives, 4.0 tpy.  
The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application.  This review included evaluation of the emission rates and applicable requirements to determine compliance status.

The NMED has made a preliminary determination that this plant will comply with the requirements of New Mexico Administrative Code 20.2.7, 20.2.61, 20.2.70, 20.2.71, 20.2.73, and 20.2.82: 40 CFR 50, 40 CFR 63, Subpart A and Subpart MMMMM, 40 CFR 68; and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.  Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality operating permit on or before April 5, 2009. 

Interested persons may obtain the draft operating permit, submit written comments, or request a public hearing on Operating Permit Number P149R1.  Contact the New Mexico Environment Department, Air Quality Bureau, Operating Permit Unit, 1301 Siler Rd, Bldg B, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87507-3113.

Written requests for public hearing must state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing.  Comments must be based on the requirements of the applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act.  Comments or hearing requests must be received within 30 days after the public notice is published.
