of Waste Management of New Mexico
Waste Management of New Mexico at PO Box 15700, Rio Rancho, NM 87124 has submitted an air quality operating permit application to the New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) for an air quality operating permit for its Valencia Regional Landfill and Recycling Facility.  The owner of this plant is Waste Management of New Mexico. The plant is located in Section: 27, Range: 02W, Township: 06N, (UTMZ: 13, UTMH: 312.8 km, UTMV: 3,844.2 km).  The facility is located approximately 17 miles west of Los Lunas, NM, in Valencia County.  This application file has been assigned an Operating Permit Number P247L and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 21664.  
The main processes of the existing solid waste landfill are the disposal of municipal solid waste (MSW), construction and demolition (C&D) debris, NMED-approved special wastes, Oil Conservation Division (OCD) wastes, and non-hazardous industrial solid waste (ISW). The landfill also remediates and disposes of petroleum contaminated soils (PCS).

This operating permit application is for a new permit. Per 20.2.70.401.C.(4) NMAC, this permitting action is a result of  facility lateral expansion as it exceeds the NSPS 2.5 million megagram (Mg) and 2.5 million cubic meter (m3) design capacity threshold. The landfill has four area activities: Landfill Roads, General Landfill Operations, Landfill Gas- non-methane organic compounds, and Petroleum Hydrocarbon Landfarm. 
The estimated maximum air pollutant emissions to the atmosphere from this plant after the requested operating permit is granted are Total Particulate Matter (TSP) at 57.8 tons per years; Particulate Matter (10 microns or less) at 15.8 tons per year; Particulate Matter (2.5 microns or less) at 1.6 tons per year; Non-methane Organic Compounds (NMOC) at 55.0 tons per year (49.9 Mg/yr) projected through the end of year 2010; and Total HAPs at 8.1 tons per year.
The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application.  This review included evaluation of the emission rates and applicable requirements to determine compliance status.

The air quality modeling analysis indicates maximum ambient concentrations from this facility are estimated to be 96.07% of the federal 24-hour average standard for TSP, 28.93% of the federal 24-hour standard for PM10, and 7.43% of the federal 24-hour average standard for PM2.5. 
The NMED has made a preliminary determination that this plant will comply with the requirements of New Mexico Administrative Code 20.2.64, 20.2.70, 20.2.71, and 20.2.77; 40 CFR 50, 40 CFR 60 Subpart A and WWW; and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act.  Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality operating permit on or before July 12, 2009.
Interested persons may obtain the draft operating permit, submit written comments, or request a public hearing on Operating Permit Number P247L.  Contact the New Mexico Environment Department, Air Quality Bureau, Operating Permit Unit, 1301 Siler Rd, Bldg B, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87507-3113.

Written requests for public hearing must state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing.  Comments must be based on the requirements of the applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act.  Comments or hearing requests must be received within 30 days after the public notice is published.
