Air Quality Operating Permit

for Camino Real Landfill, a wholly owned subsidiary of Waste Connections Incorporated, 
Waste Connections Inc. at PO Box 580; Sunland Park, NM 88063 has submitted an air quality operating permit application to the New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) for an air quality operating permit for its Camino Real Landfill. The owner of this plant is Waste Connections Inc. The exact location of the facility is be at latitude 31 deg, 47 min, 21.8696 sec and longitude -106 deg, 35 min, 41.1894 sec. To aid in locating this facility, the approximate location is approximately 2 miles SW of the airport in Sunland Park, in Dona Ana County, New Mexico. This application file has been assigned an Operating Permit Number P186L-R2 and TEMPO Agency Interest ID No. 167.  
Previously, the plant received an air quality construction permit, if one was required, and is in operation or able to operate. The main purpose of the plant is to landfill municipal solid waste.  This operating permit application is for a Title V Operating Permit Renewal, which is reissued every five (5) years and the operational parameters of the plant have not changed since that time.
This operating permit application is for a renewal. Per 20.2.70.401.C.(4) NMAC, this permitting action involves adding PM2.5 emissions and modeled for the facility. Fugitive dust emissions from facility operations and vehicle travel have increased due to changes in the orientation and length of on-site roads; the relocation of the active disposal area from Cell 10 to Cell 3.1; the closure of the soil stockpile area; and the removal of US Border Patrol activity from fugitive dust calculations (at the direction of AQB). Landfill gas (LFG) flare emissions have decreased and fugitive LFG emissions have increased as a result of updates to the Gas Collection and Control System (GCCS) control efficiency methodology, which now more closely parallels the Mandatory Greenhouse Gas Reporting Rules set forth by USEPA. Previous flare emissions were based on 100% GCCS control efficiency with an associated 50% increase to flare emissions; while flare emissions in this Application are based on a 75% GCCS control efficiency, no emissions increase, and 25% fugitive LFG emissions through the landfill cap.
The estimated maximum air pollutant emissions to the atmosphere from this plant after the requested operating permit is granted are as follows: TSP 80.5 tons per year (tpy) (-5.5), PM10 21.9 tpy (-2.1), NOx 11.0 tpy (-6.4), CO 36.0 tpy (-58.4), SOx 2.7 tpy (-2.0), VOC 11.1 tpy (+9.1).
The NMED has conducted a preliminary review of the information submitted with the permit application. This review included evaluation of the emission rates and applicable requirements to determine compliance status.

The air quality modeling analysis indicates maximum ambient concentrations from this facility are estimated to be 55% of the federal 24-hour average standard for PM10, 4.2% of the federal 24-hour average for PM2.5, 0.08% of the federal annual standard for PM2.5, 82% of the state 24-hour average standard for TSP, 42% of the state 30-day average standard for TSP, and 35% of the state annual standard for TSP.

The NMED has made a preliminary determination that this plant will comply with the requirements of Title 20, New Mexico Administrative Code (NMAC), Chapter 2, Parts 7, 61, 70, 71, 72, and 73; 40 CFR 50; 40 CFR 60 Subparts WWW; 40 CFR 63 Subparts AAAA; and the New Mexico Air Quality Control Act. Therefore, the preliminary intent of NMED is to issue the air quality operating permit on or before November 7, 2012.
Interested persons may obtain the draft operating permit, submit written comments, or request a public hearing on Operating Permit Number P186L-R2. Contact the New Mexico Environment Department, Air Quality Bureau, Operating Permit Unit, 1301 Siler Rd, Bldg B, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87507-3113.

Written requests for public hearing must state the nature of the issues proposed to be raised in the hearing. Comments must be based on the requirements of the applicable state and federal air quality regulations and the Clean Air Act. Comments or hearing requests must be received within 30 days after the public notice is published.
