3.0  REGULATORY REFERENCE:  20 NMAC 2.72, Subpart II, Section 210





4.0  PURPOSE:  The purpose of this procedure is to explain how and under what circumstances the Air Quality Bureau will limit the daily, weekly, monthly, or annual hours of operation or limit production rates on an entire facility or on a source within a facility.





5.0	PROCEDURE/PROCEDURE:  The Air Quality Bureau will not routinely impose permit conditions limiting hours of operation or production rates when the application for a permit contains hours of operation that are less than 24 hours per day or 8760 hours per year or contains a production rate that is less than the maximum rate achievable unless emission rates are dependent on an hourly limit or a production limit.  





Limitations on the hours of operation or production rates will be imposed in a permit condition, when one or more of the following circumstances exist:





A.  If an operation or production limit is relied upon by the Bureau in making a determination that an emission limit or ambient standard (NMAAQS or NAAQS) cannot be met without the limit.





B.  If the operation or production limit is relied upon by the Department to permit the facility, or source within the facility, as a minor source under 20 NMAC 2.70 - Operating Permits.





C.  If the operation or production limit is relied upon by the Bureau to permit the facility, or source within the facility, as a minor source or minor modification to a major source under 20 NMAC 2.74 - Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD).





D.  When the public notice conducted by the applicant under 20 NMAC 2.72, Subpart II, Section 203.C.5, or the Bureau under 20 NMAC 2.72, Subpart II, Section 206, states less than a 24 hours per day, 8760 hours per year operation or a production rate that is less than the maximum achievable.  The Bureau's public notice will not list production rate or hours of operation unless Section 5.A, B, or C apply.




















While these are the most common reasons that the Bureau may limit operations, the Bureau may chose to limit specific operations and production as a result of Air Quality regulation applicability.
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
