PURPOSE:   To clarify the applicability of 20 NMAC 2.18, 2.33, and 2.34.

POLICY AND PROCEDURE:





As written, the use of the terms “gas burning equipment” in 20 NMAC 2.33 and “oil burning equipment” in 20 NMAC 2.18 and 2.34 appear to apply to any equipment that uses natural gas or fuel oil as a fuel.  References D and E show that the intent of the rules was limited to external combustion emission sources, such as gas and oil fired boilers and heaters.  These terms, as used in these three regulations, do not apply to internal combustion emission sources, such as turbines or other IC engines that utilize gas or oil as a fuel.  This interpretation applies in all permitting actions, regardless of the program (NSR, Title V, PSD, etc.).
