I have a couple of issues with the draft report:
 
On page viii, “within NMED jurisdiction, there are 81 compressor and pumping stations in the oil and gas sector, operated by 15 companies.”  This statement in contradicted by the statement at the bottom of xiii “Of the 81 large Title V compressor and pumping stations in NMED jurisdiction. . .”  Are there 81 total compressor stations within NMED jurisdiction, or are there 81 Title V sites?  I believe that it is the latter but this should be clarified.
 
In addition, on page xvi “Gas STAR partners may not wish to give up confidentiality for state- and company-specific data”.  I believe that NMED is aware of Yates’ position on confidential business information.  Yates WILL NOT give up confidential business information in the form for state or company specific data.  We believe that this statement should be stronger.
 
I am on the lookout for the Appendix E and plan to comment on that document when it is available.  I am disappointed because we contacted the UNM team but weren’t asked to participate further.  I hope that the final study included economic information from smaller companies because there is an economic discrepancy amongst companies operating in New Mexico.
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
