New Mexico’s 2023-2028 Climate Action Plan

Using the feedback from the TAG, the Climate Change
Task Force is now developing a comprehensive climate

action plan that will cover the next five years (2023-2028).

We hope to release the plan in January 2023.
We are looking outside what state government can do
alone.
The '23-'28 Climate Action Plan is aimed at creating an
equitable, just, and specifically New Mexican journey to
meeting our emissions reductions goals.
It will be:
* Scalable, with actions for individuals, local
governments, regions, and the whole state;
* Based in the Climate Equity Principles;
* Informed by the Technical Advisory Group's work;
* Designed to create an iterative public engagement
process; and
* Updated annuaIIy to reflect that iterative process.
