Five Steps of the Source
Water Protection Plan

Form a Community Planning Team.

Review Source Water Assessment to identify source water areas to be protected;
sources of contamination; and susceptibility of source water to contamination.

Develop methods to prevent contamination of source water protection areas
such as public education, zoning, ordinances, fencing or signage.

Prepare a Source Water Protection Plan to identify actions to prevent source
water contamination.

Implement the Source Water Protection Plan.

Ensure the safety of your community water supply!

they become contaminated.
