Does system have a permit?

Check searchable files on Liquid Waste Program website for permit under
all possible applicants (i.e. original homeowner or installer of system). If
permit number not found, realtor, owner, or contractor must supply all
possible names and physical address on property to local NMED Field
Office for permit searches. Fax a request to Field Office, or make a
request in person.
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No amendment of permit
reflecting ownership
change is required.
Permit is transferable

Amendment of permit
reflecting ownership change
IS required and a maintenance
contract shall be submitted in
the name of the new owner
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System must be inspected by
a qualified third-party
inspector and submitted to
NMED within 15 days.

System must be certified for
continued use and inspected by
qualified third-party inspector.
Inspection must be submitted to
NMED within 15 days. An
application for certifying system
must be filled out and $100 fee for
conventional systems or $150 fee
for ATUs. must be paid. Starting
June 1, 2006, NMED will perform
these inspections.
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System must be adequately
uncovered and inspected by
NMED inspector. A permit will be
issued if system meets all current
codes. A liquid waste permit
application must be submitted and
$100 fee for conventional systems,
$150 fee for ATUs. In addition, a
$100 penalty may be imposed.
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You’re finished.

Owner must correct deficiencies listed on
inspection within 15 days or as approved
< by NMED. Any replacement or
modification requires a permit.
