Zuzax Bernalillo Indian Hills Canyon Auto Remediation, Dana Bahar, Acting 
Chief, NMED Petroleum Storage Tank Bureau, proposes to 
renew the Discharge Permit for the discharge of up to 7,200 
gallons per day of treated ground water from a remediation 
system to ground water injection wells. Potential 
contaminants associated with this type of discharge include 
organic compounds.  The facility is located at 844 US 
Highway 66, Zuzax, in Section 07, Township 10 North, 
Range 06 East, Bernalillo County. Ground water beneath 
the site is at a depth of approximately 45 feet and has a 
total dissolved solids concentration of approximately 870 
milligrams per liter.

Permit for the treatment and discharge of up to 150,000 
gallons per day (gpd) of domestic wastewater.  Treated 
wastewater (reclaimed wastewater) is stored in four 
synthetically lined impoundments and then used for the 
irrigation of approximately 54 acres at the Picacho Hills 
Country Club Golf Course. Potential contaminants 
associated with this type of discharge include nitrogen 
compounds.  The facility is located at the intersection of 
Fairway Village Drive and Picacho Hills Drive, Fairacres, in 
Section 17 (projected), Township 23S, Range 01E, Doña 
Ana County.  Ground water beneath the site is at a depth of 
approximately 25 feet and has a total dissolved solids 
concentration of approximately 1,700 milligrams per liter.

Treated wastewater may be discharged to 
three standby leachfields for emergency disposal.  Potential 
contaminants associated with this type of discharge include 
nitrogen compounds.  The facility is located at Padre La 
Rue Road, in Organ, in Section 2, T22S, R03E, Doña Ana 
County.  Ground water beneath the site is at a depth of 
approximately 60 feet and has a total dissolved solids 
concentration of approximately 900 milligrams per liter.

Ground water beneath the site is 
at a depth of approximately 15 feet and has a total 
dissolved solids concentration of approximately 507 
milligrams per liter.

Requests for public hearing shall be in writing and shall set forth the reasons why a hearing 
should be held. A hearing will be held if NMED determines that there is substantial public interest. Comments or requests for hearing 
should be submitted to the Ground Water Quality Bureau at PO Box 5469, Santa Fe, NM 87502-5469.
