The waters qualify for ONRW designation as significant attributes
of a Special Trout Water, a designated wild and scenic river; a
national or state park, monument, or wildife refuge; or a
designated Wildemess area. ONRWSs are entitied fo the highest
protection from poliution under the Commission’s antidegradation
policy and surface water quality standards at 20.6.4 NMAC. The
proponent of this regulatory adoption and revision is the New
Mexico Environment Department (NMED).
