Goals of the Plan

· Allow access to recycling to all New Mexicans

· Encourage diversion

· Promote the landfills accepting recycling

· Start reporting system so that accurate counting is possible in 3 years during next Management Plan

· Educate the community to ask for recycling

· Get champions to move forward

· Program will work from a tiered process

· Work to encourage counties to participate, allow other entities to participate in program as long as they agree to provide the data.  (Data needs to be on items diverted that are not sent to landfill so that there is not double reporting.)

Plan Developed at September Meeting

Reporting

· Done at the county/ tribal level – political entities should control

· Counties can get data from landfills

· Annual reporting form required on access to the recycling allowed

· NMED will provide technical assistance to the counties/ tribes that participate

Updated proposed definition of Beneficial Use from Auralie Ashley-Marx

Beneficial Use: Use of waste materials as a substitute for a virgin material.  Applies to materials that are solid waste before being beneficially used. Includes any activity that provides measurable environmental, economic or other benefits from the alternative use of a municipal solid waste that would otherwise require disposal.  The material used for such a purpose must perform by meeting or exceeding the generally accepted specifications of the natural or commercial product that it is replacing, and in a manner consistent with all applicable laws. The material or product must also be safe in that use, it will not pollute the land, waters or ambient air of the State, nor constitute a hazard to health or welfare, nor create a nuisance.  Beneficial use occurs in a manner that does not constitute recycling, and it is not disposal.
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
