Comments on Management Plan and Data Collection

· Terminology should be clarified.  People should understand what they are being asked to report.  There should be definitions of “permit capacity” and “ultimate capacity.”  Instructions should be provided with the Annual Report form.  Ideally, people should be able to complete the form online.

· If data were collected in the future on scales and tons compacted, NMED could get a great deal of good data.  90% of landfills have scales.  Could have the regulations require reporting by weight.

· NMED has the following concerns regarding the data:

a) No methodology required in the data submission.

b) No validation is done.

c) Good for trend analysis only.

d) Some reports are missing data.

e) This is very “soft”data.

· NMED sees the following trends from the data:  

a) There are ample landfills.  Costs to run/ use them vary.

b) Every government unit in NM has the regulatory mandated minimum 10 years remaining capacity, except Los Alamos

c) C & D disposal is up in New Mexico by 1/3.

d) Out of state trash coming here is increasing.

· The private consultants see the following trends:

a) Costs vary by district – this may not be a bad thing.

b) El Paso waste coming here for eleven weeks results in a “blip” in the data.
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
