Comments on Statutory Requirements for Management Plan

· The language regarding “transformation” should be replaced.  It is no longer relevant.

· Management plan should support recycling, composting, transfer of solid waste and regionalization of landfills when possible.

· This working group is going on the assumption that they will fulfill their commitment by making recommendation on issues, rather than completing the work itself.  The recommendations may well include a statement that there is insufficient information.  The group will work to draft a “policy statement” regarding siting and capacity issues.

Preliminary Ideas related to Data Reports

There needs to be a new report

· Needs instructions so that there is consistent information provided

· Would be great to put in last year’s information as a reference

· Get report to be done as an electronic form

· Make sure that the date is useable, must be consistent
Reports need to look at:


Ultimate capacity


Permitted capacity


Fill rate


Identification of major impacts to the facility in the next year

Report needs standardized compaction conversion rate

Log of daily cover and how to report it

Overlay of waste diversion rate

Data should also be collected on transfer stations:  what goes in, what comes out, what characterization does it have.

Evaluate the 20 landfills only

Really look at whether you need more information than this or not.  The Municipal League is very concerned about “unfunded mandates.”  

Other state can be used as a model – Texas is a strong potential to use for a template

Look at why data is not useful

· Is economics of getting the data a concern?

· Are they giving part of the information?

· Are the private landfills complying?
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
