NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING
Description of the Requested Action: The New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) will hold a public hearing to consider the matter of the application by Rio Arriba County (Applicant), on behalf of the North Central Solid Waste Authority (NCSWA), 1122 N. Industrial Park, Española, New Mexico for a twenty-year permit to build and operate the Alcalde Transfer and Recycling Facility (ATRF).
Hearing Date, Time, and Location: The hearing will begin at 5:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 21, 2013 at the Alcalde Community Center, 26 County Road 41A,  Alcalde, New Mexico.  Public comment will be taken starting at 5:30 PM or as specified by the Hearing Officer, on May 21.  The hearing may continue on the following day as determined by the Hearing Officer.  In lieu of verbal public comments, written statements may be submitted for the record at or prior to the hearing.
The application for a solid waste transfer station and recycling facility permit has been reviewed by the Department for compliance with the New Mexico Solid Waste Act (the “Act”) and the New Mexico Solid Waste Rules (20.9.2- 20.9.10 NMAC).  The Department deemed the application complete on March 7, 2013.  The Act authorizes the Secretary of Environment to issue, issue with conditions, or deny solid waste facility permits. The Secretary of Environment considers all public comments, including issues relating to public health and welfare, in his decision to issue, issue with conditions, or deny the permit.

Anticipated Start-Up Date of Facility Operation and Hours of Operation:
(a) Anticipated Start-Up Date: The anticipated start-up date for ATRF operations is early 2014 dependent upon completion of facility construction.
(b) Hours of Operation: Anticipated operating hours for the ATRF are 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday.  The ATRF will be closed on Sundays and County holidays.  The ATRF may operate outside scheduled operating hours to accommodate site preparation, inclement weather conditions, special projects, construction, waste transfer operations, internal operation/projects, maintenance, monitoring, and other special circumstances.
Description of the Facility:
(a) Location and Size: The ATRF will be located in Alcalde approximately six miles north of Española on State Road 68 (NM 68).  The ATRF will be located adjacent to, and on a part of, the former Alcalde Collection Station, east of NM 68 and County Road 37 at 13 County Road 138.  The ATRF will consist of approximately 8.4± acres within a 170-acre parcel owned by Rio Arriba County.
(b) General Process: The ATRF will receive solid waste from residential customers and commercial haulers.  In general, wastes will be unloaded onto the transfer station tipping floor and transferred to larger transfer vehicles for transport to permitted landfills.  Waste diversion and recycling services will be provided to receive loads (e.g., paper, corrugated cardboard, glass, metals, plastics, etc.) for consolidation and transport to materials recovery facilities for marketing.
(c) Quantities and Rate of Solid Waste: It is anticipated that the ATRF will initially receive 60 to 80 tons per day (tpd) of solid waste, and 5 tpd of recyclable materials. The ATRF has a design capacity of 250 tpd of solid waste and 10 tpd of recyclable materials.
(d) Types of Solid Waste:  The ATRF will accept municipal solid waste and construction and demolition (C&D) debris from residential, commercial, and industrial sources for processing and transfer.  The ATRF will also accept recyclable materials (e.g., paper, corrugated cardboard, glass, metals, plastics, etc.) and divertable materials (e.g., green waste, white goods, tires, used oil, batteries, etc.) for processing and transfer.
Origin of Waste: It is anticipated that the majority of wastes received at the ATRF originate primarily from the City of Española and other communities and pueblos in Rio Arriba County.
Hearing Procedures: The public hearing will be conducted in accordance with the Permit Procedures of the Environment Department (20.1.4 NMAC), which may be obtained at no charge from the Hearing Clerk, Sally Worthington, P.O. Box 5469, S-2103, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87502, telephone 505-827-2002, fax 505-827-2836. Persons may speak at the public hearing or submit general written comments without filing any documents beforehand. However, any person wishing to be an interested party or present technical testimony at the hearing must file an Entry of Appearance or Statement of Intent to Present Technical Testimony with the Hearing Clerk and serve it upon other parties of record, on or before 5:00 p.m., Tuesday, May 7, 2013.  Technical testimony means scientific, engineering, economic or other specialized testimony, whether oral or written, but does not include legal argument, general comments or statements of policy concerning matters at issue in the hearing.
In accordance with 20.1.4 NMAC, the Statement of Intent to Present Technical Testimony shall:
a)  identify the person filing the statement;
b)  state whether the person filing the statement supports or opposes the application;
c)  identify each witness, including name, address, affiliation(s), and educational and work background;
d)  estimate how long the direct testimony of each witness will take;
e)  identify all exhibits that are part of the Record Proper and, for exhibits not part of the
Record Proper, attach a copy;
f)  list or make available all technical materials relied upon by each witness in making each statement of technical fact or opinion contained in his or her direct testimony; and
g)  attach a summary of the testimony of each witness, stating any opinion(s) to be offered by such witness, and an explanation of the basis for such opinion(s).
To promote efficiency and fairness, and to avoid prejudice and surprise, a person’s direct technical testimony at the hearing shall be limited to the data, views and arguments raised in that person’s filed Statement of Intent.  Submittal of a Statement of Intent to Present Technical Testimony shall also be considered an Entry of Appearance.
