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SONDE SECURING PROCEDURES

Where conditions allow, the sonde should be placed upright in the stream in a location with significant flow.


1.  If possible, find an out-of-the-way place where sonde is not easily detectable.


2.  Place calibrated sonde with probe guard in perforated PVC pipe… 



the PVC pipe should have holes in it to protect the sonde from debris, 


while allowing water to flow past the probes


3.  Secure PVC pipe to a T-post with nylon straps or hose clamps (see photo)…  



the sonde should not be touching the bottom of the stream  


4.  Secure sonde with a chain or cable and padlock to a tree or other stable object 


on shore. 

If the sonde cannot be placed upright it may be laid on the substrate in the PVC pipe and secured to a stable object.  

If the sonde cannot be safely deployed due to potential vandalism or likely high flow events, it should not be deployed for long term unattended logging.
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
