
COMMERCIAL HAULER & SPECIAL WASTE HAULER REGISTRATION FORM

The New Mexico Solid Waste Rules, 20.9.3.31 NMAC, states that commercial haulers of solid waste and any haulers that transport special waste shall register with the department 30 days prior to beginning operations and every five years thereafter, and shall submit the information requested in this document. If completing a registration renewal, a registered commercial hauler may continue to operate under the terms and conditions of an existing registration until the registration renewal is issued or denied provided that:
(1) the owner and operator are in compliance with the existing registration, 20.9.2 - 20.9.10 NMAC, and any applicable federal regulations;
(2) a complete renewal application was submitted in a timely fashion in accordance with this section; and
(3) the owner or operator adequately submits any requested additional information by the deadline specified by the secretary.
"Commercial hauler" means any person transporting solid waste for hire by whatever means for the purpose of transferring, processing, storing or disposing of the solid waste in a solid waste facility, except that the term does not include an individual transporting solid waste generated on his residential or business premises for the purpose of disposing of it in a solid waste facility.
This registration must be updated whenever operational changes occur. Submit the updated registration to the Solid Waste Bureau within 30 days. A commercial hauler registration shall terminate upon any change of owners or operators of the registered commercial hauler, and the new owner or operator shall obtain a new registration prior to operation. 
For a commercial hauler registration, the registration fee shall be $100 if the hauler registers two trucks or fewer and hauls no special waste, and shall be $300 if the hauler registers three trucks or more or hauls any special waste. The registration fee must be paid via check, mailed to the address at the top of this form, before submitting your hauler registration application. 
Commercial haulers or haulers of special waste are not required to separately register storage or collection facilities that are part of the hauler’s operations as long as the operational rate of the collection facility does not exceed 240 cubic yards per day monthly average (including recyclable material); the collection facility does not serve the general public, meaning that only waste collected by the applicant’s hauling operations may be stored at the facility and the facility shall not be open to the public; and the facility’s operations are described and included as part of the commercial hauler or hauler of special waste registration).
The secretary may deny, revoke, or suspend a commercial hauler registration on the basis of information in the application or evidence in the administrative record, or both, after taking into consideration the seriousness of the violation, any good faith efforts to comply with the applicable requirements and other relevant factors.

Haulers of special waste shall describe in detail how the special waste will be managed, containerized, labeled, manifested and reloaded (if applicable) for disposal or treatment to ensure sufficient protection of public health and the environment.
Note: a separate registration is required for storage or collection of more than 240 yd3 of solid waste at a facility that serves the public. 

b. The Site Map does not have to be drawn to scale, but it shall, at minimum, indicate the zoning of the facility and the surrounding area, all storage, loading and unloading areas, fencing and gates, signage (if any), entrances/exits and roadways, buildings and the specific location of all solid waste, special waste or recyclables storage areas.
