SECTION I:        FACILITY INFORMATION AND IDENTIFICATION

The New Mexico Hazardous Waste Generation Fee is comprised of two parts: a Business Fee and a Generation Fee. 
The Business Fee is determined by your generator status and the Generation Fee is determined by the amount of 
non-recycled hazardous waste, which is generated by the facility. It is important to note that your generator status  is 
determined by adding the recycled and  non-recycled hazardous waste generated by your facility each month.

Detailed regulations covering the annual hazardous waste fees are defined at 20.4.3 NMAC.
