SMP I & II Tracking Form Instructions

Tracking must be entered into the NMED Smoke Management System for both SMP I and II, and is due two weeks after the burn project is complete. See SMP Appendix I for more information. All information is required unless otherwise indicated. Questions related to any SMP entries can be directed to the SMP Specialist at 1-800-224-7009 ext.8038 or email (smoke@nmenv.state.nm.us).

If you were not able to burn this calendar year please you must still enter tracking by the end of the year. You will need enter 0 in Total Area or Total Volume, depending on type of burn, and 0.01* in the other field until further notice. The rest of the fields can be left blank. You may enter comments if you want to state why you were not able to burn. Every burn ID should have an accompanying tracking form regardless if you were able to burn it or not.

Explanation: This information will be used to obtain an accurate amount of emissions actually produced, and allow the AQB to set the Annual Emission Goal.

Go to https://air.net.env.nm.gov/smoke/?0 > login > Dashboard > My Burns > locate burn either by entering burn ID into Identifier or scroll through list > select/click burn ID number. Select Tracking under Page Navigation on right hand side of page > select Edit under Actions, an Edit Tracking box will open.  

Number of Burn Days.  Enter the number of days the project took to complete. Enter 0 if no burning took place. 
Explanation: This allows the AQB to characterize burn types and sizes across the state.
Total Acres Burned/ Total Piles.  Enter the total number of acres blackened and/or the total pile volume burned.  Both fields will need an entry. If you burned that year enter the amount burned in the appropriate cell and enter zero in the other cell. If there was no burning that year, enter zero in one cell and 0.01 in the other cell until further notice. 
Explanation: This will provide a more accurate estimate of the actual emissions produced.

Registration Date. Enter the start date from your registration. 

Wildland Fire Use. (For Grassland, Shrub Land and Forests ONLY.) If this was a Wildland Fire Use, check the appropriate box.

Explanation: This will allow the AQB to characterize burning and the smoke/emissions produced across the state.

Broadcast. Click “+ Add Fuel” for each Vegetation type. Enter vegetation type and blackened acres for each vegetation type burned. Be as accurate as possible and only 
enter blackened acres, not total project acres. Enter the loading in tons per acre for each vegetation type burned. This does not apply to pile burning. See SMP Appendix K for help 
*  The NMED Smoke Management System will not allow zero to be entered into both Area and Volume. 
determining fuel loading. Enter the percent consumption for each vegetation type burned, as well as for pile burning, enter best estimate of the percent actually consumed.  For example on 20 total acres, which consisted of 10 acres of grass and 10 acres of Ponderosa Pine, 10 acres of the grass was completely consumed (100%), so enter 100. Only 5 acres of the pine was consumed (50%), so enter 50. For pile burning, an example is 90% of the pile content actually burned, so enter 90. Enter ERT Acres for each vegetation type and pile type, enter the number of acres on which any Emission Reduction Technique (ERT) was utilized.  For piles, enter the number of acres from which the piled material originated. For Wildfire Use, if no ERTs were utilized enter a 0 in the box for each vegetation type. For ERTs Utilized, select the appropriate ERT from the dropdown list and enter as many as are appropriate for each vegetation type. See SMP Appendix D for an explanation of each ERT. If you received a waiver for the use of an ERT please select “other” and enter a remark in the box. For Wildfire Use if no ERTS were utilized enter “other” in the box and add a comment in the box stating no ERTs were used.
Pile. Click “+ Add Piled Material” and make selection from dropdown menu, enter the pile volume in cubic feet. For each piled material selected enter the Percent Consumption, enter best estimate of the percent actually consumed. For pile burning, an example is 90% of the pile content actually burned, so enter 90. ERT Acres.  For each pile type, enter the number of acres on which any Emission Reduction Technique (ERT) was utilized.  For piles, enter the number of acres from which the piled material originated. For ERTs Utilized,  For ERTs Utilized, select the appropriate ERT from the dropdown list and enter as many as are appropriate for each pile type. See SMP Appendix D for an explanation of each ERT. If you received a waiver for the use of an ERT please enter the symbol for “other” and enter a remark in the comment box. 

Explanation: This information will enable AQB to estimate the emissions reduced for each burn.

Once all data is entered correctly click Save. For any entries that do no not meet the tracking criteria in 20.2.65 NMAC will get an error message.
