The Petition is docketed as WQCC 20-72 (V) and requests a variance from Dairy Rule
requirements found at 20.6.6.30(A)(1)(c), (e), and (f) NMAC, requiring permanent closure of the
former dairy wastewater impoundment system. Ironhorse proposes to forgo closure of the two
settlement impoundments and the green water lagoon and retain them to: 1) store pumped
groundwater for use in commercial water sales, and 2) provide stormwater control and
retention at the facility.
