Extensi ve discussion among Counsel for the parties and Commissioners related to 
allowable testimony, witnesses, and exhibits. The Hearing Officer, Mr. Sanders, 
ruled that several statements contained within the Cattle Grower's exhibits would be 
allowed as statements for the purpose of public comment only and would otherwise 
be given no probative or evidentiary value. The Hearing Officer distributed copies 
of the Cattle Grower's Docketing Statement filed with the Court of Appeals on April 
18,2011 to the Commissioners.

Ms. Carver, Commission attorney 
advised the Commission of its options and the broad scope of its discretion.
